The Mathematics Department requests permission to develop a new program, B.S. in Mathematics with concentrations in:
· Actuarial Science

· Biomathematics

· Financial Mathematics

I.   Rationale and Impact: 
A. Why the proposal is desirable - There is an increasing demand for persons who have higher level skills in mathematics, along with the sciences and other technical areas.  Employment opportunities abound for those who possess these skills.
B. For whom it specifically is designed - This program will provide students interested in mathematics options to prepare for careers in current high demand fields.  It might attract additional math majors to the university.  It might offer students in related majors the opportunity to double major while at LHU.

C. How existing departments will be affected - Depending on which track is chosen, students in this major may be taking one or more pre-existing courses in computer science, accounting, economics, management, biology, chemistry, or physics.
II. Cost and Staff Analysis:

 All of the courses offered outside the Mathematics Department are already in existence.  No additional supplies and equipment will be needed beyond what is already being used in those courses offered at the university.
The Mathematics Department will develop a few upper level courses, each of which could be offered once every other year.  Current faculty in the Mathematics Department can teach the additional upper level mathematics courses needed.
