This packet from the Math Department contains;

A. A proposal to change the current B.A Mathematics to a B.S. in Mathematics.  Most of the requirements remain the same except that the language requirement and seminars are optional rather than required.  This change will prepare students for work in any field that values the skills of an analytical mind, as well as for graduate school in mathematics and education.
B.  The addition of a Biomathematics Track to the B.S. in Mathematics degree.


This track includes courses in mathematics, biology, and chemistry.  It will prepare students to pursue careers in areas that require knowledge of mathematics and the sciences.

C. The addition of an Actuarial Science track to the B.S. in Mathematics degree. 
This track includes courses in mathematics, accounting, and business.  It will prepare students to pursue careers in actuarial science.  Emphasis will be placed upon preparation for the actuarial exams.

D. Proposed syllabus for a new course Math 4XX: Actuarial Mathematics.

A course needed for students studying Actuarial Science.
