SUBJECT:  Proposal for students to receive all credit for Military Science (MILS) courses toward graduation versus the current policy of twelve (12) credit hours. 
1.  The purpose of this memorandum is to request the College of Education and Human Services Curriculum Committee approve the proposal to allow all credit hours of Military Science courses to count toward graduation versus the current policy which only allows twelve (12).  Currently, students who take Military Science classes for all four years (eight semesters) take sixteen credits.

The credits normally count toward General Education electives or at the discretion of the advisor.  

2.  A Lock Haven University policy dated June 1989 limited the amount of Military Science credits counted toward graduation as 12 credits.  See enclosure 1 for a copy of the document.
3.  Students who pursue a commission through Army ROTC are the only students this policy applies to.  Those students apply a great deal of time and effort both in and out of the classroom.  Students who purse a commission normally take all sixteen (16) Military Science credits.  These students are penalized by this policy.  A student who pursues a commission puts in at a minimum of 33 days of work outside the classroom (attending the Leadership and Development Assessment Course over the summer between their junior and senior year) for which they receive no direct credit from the university.  Additionally, students participate in weekend training exercises to hone their leadership skills.  The effort and work put in by these students far outweigh the credit they receive.  By this policy being in existence, the credit they do work for in Military Science classes is not fully counted toward graduation.  
4.  Recommendation:   Lock Haven University allows all Military Science course credits to count toward graduation where applicable by degree plan and academic advisor versus the current policy which only allows twelve (12).  Recommend this policy go into effect immediately upon approval.
