Per the Nursing Department admission requirements, if an applicant does not complete the Math pre-requisite at the high school level with a “C” or higher grade then they will be required to take Math100 at Lock Haven University of PA (or a university approved substitute math course) to fulfill the pre-requisite requirement.  To fulfill the Nursing Department curriculum requirement, the student must take Math101 or higher.  Math112 will be accepted to fulfill both the pre-requisite and the curriculum requirement.

Since the inception of the program it has been the policy of the Nursing Department to accept BIOL110, Introduction to Microbiology as the Biology pre-requisite for entrance into the program and it will also to fulfill the Nursing Department curriculum requirement.
