Colleagues,
This memo is written to summarize the enclosed check sheet and course revisions that we would like to discuss at the Arts and Sciences committee meeting February 20th.  The check sheet is for clarification for the music education majors.  The course revisions have been made to accommodate PDE’s remaining concerns and also to reduce the total number of credit hours for music education to comply with the PASSHE requirement of 129 hours.

· Check sheet – Revised to reflect the new 12 hour mandated PDE special education requirement and remain within the 129 mandated PASSHE credit hour requirement.  Courses on the spreadsheet that are required general education courses before the student teaching semester are marked in red.  Courses 
that we have needed to reduce by 1 credit hour and 1 contact hour are
marked in green. The new special education courses added to the curriculum are marked in blue.
· Eight-semester map – Incorporates the new PDE requirements to add 12 hours of special education courses to our music education curriculum.  (These are marked in blue.)  Courses on the spreadsheet that are required general education courses before the student teaching semester are marked in red.  Courses that we have needed to reduce by 1 credit hour and 1 contact hour are marked in green. The new special education courses added to the curriculum are marked in blue.
· MUSI 101 Introduction to Music – Course syllabus revised to meet current curricular and NCATE/INTASC Standards.
· MUSI 103 Basic Musicianship – Course syllabus revised to meet current curricular and NCATE/INTASC Standards.

· MUSI 301 Music for the Elementary Grades – Course syllabus revised to meet current curricular and NCATE/INTASC Standards.

We would request that the courses mentioned above:  Musi 101, 103, and 301 be considered as a block since they are revisions to meet current curricular and NCATE/INTASC Standards.

· MUSI 300 Conducting – Course syllabus revised to reflect a semester hour and clock hour reduction from 3 hours to 2 hours.

· MUSI 302 Applied Instrumental and Choral Conducting – Course syllabus revised to reflect a semester hour and clock hour reduction from 3 hours to 2 hours.

· MUSI 305 Jazz Studies – Course syllabus revised to reflect a semester hour and clock hour reduction from 3 hours to 2 hours.

· MUSI 312 Music History to 1750 - Course syllabus revised to reflect a semester hour and clock hour reduction from 3 hours to 2 hours.

· MUSI 400 Music History After 1750 - Course syllabus revised to reflect a semester hour and clock hour reduction from 3 hours to 2 hours.

In the interest of time, we would request that the courses mentioned above: MUSI 300 Conducting, MUSI 302 Applied Instrumental and Choral Conducting, MUSI 305 Jazz Studies, MUSI 312 Music History to 1750, MUSI 400 Music History After 1750 be considered as a block since they each involve reducing the credit hour and clock hour allotment by 1 hour.
