Additional course syllabi revisions
To the Arts and Sciences Committee:

· In preparation for our upcoming PDE visit on February 29th, 2008, we are making further revisions to course syllabi which, according to the accreditation subcommittee, will need to be addressed by the Arts and Science committee since they include addition of objectives and activities to meet PDE standards.
· The addition of the following objective has been added to the course syllabi (MUSI 106 Voice Methods and Foreign Diction; MUSI 200 Music for Children with Special Needs; MUSI 302 Applied Instrumental and Choral Conducting; MUSI 303 Instrumental and Vocal Methods; MUSI 317 Elementary Music Methods; MUSI 318 Secondary Music Methods; MUSI 325 Classroom Measurements and Assessments; MUSI 493 Student Teaching and Professional Practicum:  Elementary Music Education; and MUSI 494 Student Teaching and Professional Practicum: Secondary Music Education):
Objective--:  Observe professionals adapting their instructions to meet the proficiencies of all students regardless of need including classrooms with a diverse student population and student needs.  (Field Experience --)  

Objective--:  Demonstrate knowledge of characteristics of the community and its schools in which the field experiences will take place with respect to religion, ethnicity and culture, socio-economic environment.
·   The addition of the following activities have has been added to the course syllabi (MUSI 106 Voice Methods and Foreign Diction; MUSI 200 Music for Children with Special Needs; MUSI 302 Applied Instrumental and Choral Conducting; MUSI 303 Instrumental and Vocal Methods; MUSI 317 Elementary Music Methods; MUSI 318 Secondary Music Methods; MUSI 325 Classroom Measurements and Assessments; MUSI 493 Student Teaching and Professional Practicum:  Elementary Music Education; and MUSI 494 Student Teaching and Professional Practicum: Secondary Music Education):
1.  Articulate aurally (existing in spoken form as distinct from written form) and in writing observations made of classroom professionals adapting their instructions to meet the proficiencies of all students regardless of need including classrooms with a diverse student population and student needs.
2.  Write in a “Reflective Journal” personal observations made in visiting classrooms wherein professionals adapt their instructions to meet the proficiencies of all students regardless of need including classrooms with a diverse student population and student needs.

3.  Write in a “Learning Log” strategies employed by professionals adapting their instructions to meet the proficiencies of all students regardless of need including classrooms with a diverse student population and student needs.

4.  Demonstrate integration of academic and professional education content with actual practice in classrooms – including classrooms with diverse student populations and student needs as an extension of observations made through “Reflective Journals” and “Learning Logs.” 
5.  Successfully pass a written and/or aural test with a score of 80% or better demonstrating knowledge of characteristics of the community and its schools in which the field experiences will take place with respect to religion, ethnicity and culture, socio-economic environment. 

· We will add this statement to the “Catalog Description” for the above named courses:  “Field experiences will be an integral part of the course..”
· Since these objectives, activities, and addendum to the “Catalog Description” have been added to each of the above named course syllabi, we would request that they be considered as a whole rather than individually.  I am attaching a copy of one of the course syllabus (MUSI 200 - Music for Children with Special Needs with these additions which will be identical additions that are added to the other course syllabi listed above.)
Additionally, we have made changes to the MUSI 340 (Music Theory V) syllabus to meet one of PDE’s remaining concerns (The changes are marked in red.)

Added objectives:


1.  Demonstrate knowledge of arranging for bands.


2.  Demonstrate ability to arrange for folk and vernacular genres.


Added activity:



“Undertake a number of larger projects involving the orchestration / arranging of pieces not originally written for an ensemble. This will include arrangements for band and folk and vernacular genres.  This will sometimes involve the students playing these arrangements themselves in class (depending on the makeup of the students and how well it corresponds to the arrangement/orchestration). Students will be subject to peer critiques of their work and also faculty evaluation.

We are also revising the following course syllabi to update older course syllabi and ask for your consideration of approving these syllabi revisions. 
· Musi 111-116 (Ensembles) 
· Musi 109 (Group Piano I)

· Musi 120 (Music Literature)

· Musi 121 (Applied Lessons)
· Musi 210 (Group Piano II)
· Musi 305 (Jazz Studies)
· Musi 300 (Condcuting)
· Musi 312 (Music Before 1750)

Thank you for your time, patience, and consideration of these items as we endeavor to prepare all that is necessary for the upcoming visit by the Pennsylvania Department of Education.
