A. Catalog description:
An introduction to the methodology of teaching individuals the art of singing.  Students are introduced to various methods of developing solo performers with specific emphasis on foreign diction.  In addition to English, specific languages include Latin, Italian, German, French, and Spanish.

7.   Instruct singers in the proper diction of the earlier mentioned languages.
