 II.  Description of the Course


A.  Catalog Description:

Introduces students to a multi-dimensional approach to music learning.  Opportunities for musical creation and development of listening, performance and improvisation skills will be offered through a variety of music experiences, including collaborative performance sessions wherein non-band and non-orchestral instruments are employed. 

    
B.  Comprehensive Description:

Formal and improvisatory compositions will be created for the purpose of exploring and manipulating concepts involving pitch, dynamic energy, and expression.  The focus will be on listening to and development of skills on instruments including recorder, autoharp, and guitar. The Dalcroze philosophy of music education and movement will be the fundamental vehicle for developing musical comprehension.  

III.  Exposition


A.  Objectives:

Upon completion of this course, students will be able
to do the following:

1.  Demonstrate increased awareness of the aesthetic components of music and movement through having been engaged at a sensory level during the semester.

2.  Identify verbally and through performance basic

musical concepts which underlie music's structure.

3.  Demonstrate an understanding of formal music concepts 

through simple compositions. 

4.  Demonstrate competence in manipulating formal

and stylistic elements of various musics.

5.  Demonstrate the ability to successfully participate in an ensemble, both as leader and member of the ensemble.


B.  Activities:

1.  Participate in classroom discussions and lecture demonstrations. 
2.  Practice chaining of introduced concepts.
3.  Prepare outside compositions to be used by the class.
4.  Focus on listening to live and recorded music.
5.  Master music performance skills on the:


a. recorder



b. guitar



c. autoharp



d. tuned and non-tuned percussion



e. vocal production and expression



f. interpretation of music concepts through movement

6.  Create and present an original work regularly.
