II. 
Description of the Course
A.  Catalog description:

A concentrated approach to musical performance (voice, piano, etc.) through individual instruction in private lessons. Encompasses playing technique, tone production, sight reading, performance  practice, and interpretation of significant music literature. Offered each regular term; offered in summer depending upon availability of teaching staff. Fulfills PDE Standard I.G.1., I.G.2., I.G.3., I.G.4., and I.G.5.

Exposition

A. 
Objectives:  Upon completion of the course, students will be able to do the following:
1.  Develop technical mastery in vocal or instrumental performance, 
2.  Demonstrate ability to read, interpret, and execute representative music literature.

B. 
Activities and Requirements: (will vary with the types of applied music, but will include the following):

1.  Regular weekly or bi‑weekly individual ½ hour lessons.

2.   Daily individual practice.  A minimum of one hour of practice per day, five days a week is required.
3.  One musical performance in a student recital each semester is required. Fulfills PDE Standard I.G.5.
4.  Participate in performing groups and perform as a soloist or accompanist at reasonable intervals; (singers will sing with the college choir; instrumentalists will perform with the University band or other instrumental ensembles). Fulfills PDE Standard I.G.5.
5.  Present a solo recital performance (required of all music majors) during the student's college career at the discretion of the instructor, or perform a solo in 11 student recitals before graduation.

6.  Departmental standards of proficiency should be adhered to. These will include not only quality of performance, but should reflect command of representative repertory and comprehension of technical skills appropriate to the student's level of study, as established by department programs of study and evaluated by a faculty jury at the end of each term.

7.  Self-evaluate student performances using the PROPEL model of reflective listening to recordings of performances.  Fulfills PDE Standard I.F.

IV.   Standards:

Students are to be evaluated by their instructor in weekly lessons. In addition, from time to time, 
students will meet an evaluating jury of music faculty. A qualifying senior recital is required of  performance majors. In lieu of a senior recital for performance majors, students may substitute a minimum of 11 performances at senior recitals before graduation.   Students with disabilities or other special needs are encouraged to discuss requests for reasonable accommodations with the professor at the beginning of the semester.
  V.  Rationale and Impact:

A.  This course is necessary because it provides students with a portion of the 


 training required by the Pennsylvania Department of Education and by the


 National Association of Schools of Music for completion of a degree in music education.

B.  The course is designed for all music majors and minors.   It will prepare each student to assume proficiencies of a trained musician or to continue on to a graduate program in music.  


C.  There will be no impact on existing departments or programs.
