Re:
Elimination of MUSI  328 (Music Acoustics), MUSI  328 (Music in Politics) from the music education checksheet.  Change in Credit and Contact Hours for MUSI 109 (Group Piano 1) and MUSI 210 (Group Piano II).

Colleagues,

We are requesting that the seminar MUSI 328 “Music Acoustics” be removed from the music education checksheet as an alternative choice to MUSI 328 “Music in Politics.”  We are requesting this change since the music acoustics course is not a required course by PDE nor is it taught at other PASSHE universities who have a music education program.  Attached is a music education checksheet reflecting this change. 

We would also like to request that the seminar MUSI 328 “Music in Politics” be removed from the music education checksheet only.  We would like to retain this seminar for the BA and BFA degree requirements.  This change is also reflected on the music education course checksheet which is enclosed.  We will continue to offer this seminar for BFA and non-music majors however.

We also request a change the semester hours of credit from 2 to 1 for MUSI 109 (Group Piano I) and MUSI 210 (Group Piano II).  This has necessitated a change in the contact hours from 3 to 2 for both courses.  These changes are highlighted in red on the first two pages of each course syllabi.  

Each of the above changes is necessary so that we can “scale back” the total number of credit hours a music education student will need to complete the major and to certify.  We wish to be competitive with other PASSHE universities.  These changes will help.   We also need to reduce these credit hours in order to accommodate the mandated additional nine hours of special education now required by PDE.

A. Catalog description: continuation of MUSI 209 Group Piano I; supplements the Music Theory sequence by reinforcing theoretical concepts at the keyboard, and prepares music majors for their piano proficiency exams.

Exposition:

A. Objectives: Upon completion of this course, students will be able to:
1.  Demonstrate ability to play all minor scales and arpeggios, hands together, 4 octaves, with correct fingerings  and a steady beat, at a moderate tempo (c. eighth notes at 100 bpm). Fulfills PDE  Music Education Standards I.B.1, I.B.2, I.C.1, I.C.4, and I.G.1

2.  Demonstrate ability to play a i-iv-i-V-i chord progression in all minor keys in 4-part chorale texture, demonstrating proper use of the sustain pedal. Fulfills PDE Standard I.B.1., I.B.2., I.B.3., I.C.1., I.C.4., and I.G.1.
3.  Harmonize & transpose melodies using a variety of chord types in a variety of textures (arpeggiated, broken chord, Alberti bass, etc.). Fulfills PDE Music Education Standards I.B.1., I.B.2., I.B.3., I.C.1., I.C.4., I.D.2., and I.G.1.
4.  Play intermediate-level pieces in lead sheet notation, demonstrating comprehension of this notation system. Fulfills PDE Music Education Standards I.C.2., I.C.4., I.D.2., and I.G.1.
5.  Demonstrate ability to play intermediate-level pieces in classical style with traditional notation. Fulfills PDE Music Education Standards I.A.1., I.A.2., I.B.1., I.B.2., I.C.1., I.C.4., I.D.1., and I.G.1.
6.  Improvise over a 12-bar blues chord progression, with chords in the left hand. Fulfills PDE Music Education Standards I.B.1., I.B.2., I.C.1., I.C.4., I.D.1., and I.G.1.
7.  Accompany a vocalist or instrumentalist in an intermediate-level work in traditional notation. Fulfills PDE Music Education Standards I.A.1., I.A.2., I.A.3., I.C.1., I.C.4., and I.G.1.

B. Activities and Requirements:
1.  The fundamentals of proper posture, hand position, practice habits and techniques, pedal technique, and sight-reading strategies first learned in MUSI 209 will be reinforced whenever students play in class. Fulfills PDE Music Education Standards I.C.1., I.C.4., and I.G.1..
2.  Students will play various technical and theoretical exercises (scales, arpeggios, chord construction, chord progressions, etc) to develop their keyboard facility and provide concrete, tactile reinforcement of concepts learned in music theory. Fulfills PDE Music Education Standards I.B.1., I.B.2., I.B.3., I.C.1., I.C.4., and I.G.1.
3. Students will read repertoire from both traditional and lead-sheet notation. Fulfills PDE Music Education Standards I.A.1., I.A.2., I.B.1., I.B.2., I.C.1., I.C.4., I.D.1., I.D.2. and I.G.1.
4.  Students will learn advanced lead sheet/jazz notation and chord construction, and improvise over a basic 12-bar blues pattern. Fulfills PDE Music Education Standards d I.B.1, I.B.2, I.C.1, I.C.4, I.D.1, and  I.G.1
