Description of the Course:

A. Catalog Description: Provides experiences in (1) ways of using the activities of listening, moving, singing, playing classroom instruments, and creating music to teach concepts basic to music’s structure, (2) strategies for making relationships between music and other subject areas, (3) locating and using resource materials and (4) participation in clinical teaching situations with peer groups and with children. 

B. Comprehensive Description: As above.
III.
Exposition:

A. Objectives: Upon completion of this course, students will be able to do the 

following:
1. Share music enthusiastically with children and help them to make educated responses to the aesthetic content of music. Meets NCATE Standard 1 and INTASC Standard 1.
2. Discover and state concepts embodied in music. Meets NCATE Standard 1 and INTASC Standard 1.
3. Arrange an order of appropriate activities, questions and discussions to focus diversity, guide perception, explore content, promote understanding and develop basic aural, vocal and manipulative skills in music. Meets NCATE Standard 1 and  INTASC Standard 7.
4. Understand normal expectancies for children in the learning of music. Meets NCATE Standard 1 and INTASC Standards 2, 4.
5. Adopt and adapt materials for use with exceptional children. Meets NCATE Standard 1 and INTASC Standard 3.
6. Achieve familiarity with resource materials. Meets NCATE Standard 1 and INTASC Standard 4.
7. Use music to reinforce concepts common to music in other subject areas. Meets NCATE Standard 1 and INTASC Standard 2.
8. Extend his or her own musical skills. Meets INTASC Standards 1, 9.
B. Activities and Requirements: For the duration of the course, students 

will do the following:
1. Demonstrate professional behavior in meeting commitments by being (1) punctual and regular in attendance, (2) by being prepared for class and teaching assignments, (3) by being familiar with materials and activities used in teaching, (4) by helping with chores related to effective class management, (5) by growing in performance ability to sing and to play classroom instruments, (6) by practicing courteous and ethical behavior, and (7) by arranging appointments with the professor when needed. Meets INTASC Standards 9, 10.
2. Demonstrate their familiarity with musical concepts by (1) being able to locate conceptual statements about music’s structural content as described and stated in textbooks and supplementary resource materials provided for the course, and (2) by developing their  own conceptual compositions after study of the text and supplementary materials. Meets INTASC Standards 1, 4, 9.
3. Demonstrate their knowledge of musical concepts by writing appropriate behavioral objectives for elementary school children and by selecting appropriate behavioral statements from related resource materials. Meets INTASC Standard 4.
4. Demonstrate an ability to develop children’s musical understanding by being able to describe and to use a variety of ways to incorporate musical activities (listening, moving, singing, playing classroom instruments, organizing sound patterns, and describing) into the planning and teaching of lessons, and through written and oral discussion. Meets INTASC Standards 2, 4.
5. Demonstrate an ability to use lesson plan procedures based on model strategies by analyzing lesson plans and teaching lessons through written and oral discussion. Meets INTASC Standard 4.
6. Meet the individual needs of children by adapting materials and techniques. Meets INTASC Standard 3, 4.
7. Demonstrate familiarity with music and materials (1) by locating songs and recordings for teaching and (2) through teaching demonstrations. Meets INTASC Standard 1.
8. Demonstrate knowledge of integrating music with other subject areas through (1) discussion and (2) demonstration examples. Meets INTASC Standard 1, 4.
9. The student will demonstrate proficiency in playing melodies on instruments. All melodies are to be performed with correct rhythm and pitch during individual or group testing sessions to be administered near the close of the semester. Meets INTASC Standard 9.
