A. 
Objectives:  Upon completion of this course, students will be able to do the following:

1. 
Articulate fundamental concepts of percussion equipment and its organizations, performance skills, and pedagogical skills applicable in K-12 school music programs.


2. 
Explain the organization of the school percussion program, the teaching of rhythm, equipment selection 
and maintenance, sound production concepts, fundamental instrumental techniques, and pedagogical techniques and methods of private and group instruction.

3. 
Articulate, through individual practice and classroom demonstrations and practice, fundamental instrumental techniques.


4. 
Explain the organizational skills and information required to develop a quality percussion program, including instrument purchasing, maintenance, inventory, storage, and transport. 

B.  Activities and Requirements:  

1.
Students will be expected to perform on the concert 
snare drum, marching percussion instruments, keyboard percussion, orchestral accessories, Latin percussion, timpani, and drumset.

2. 
Students will participate in class work, performance critiques, lesson observations, and a lecture presentation.


3. 
Students will be expected to attend a rehearsal of the two music ensembles (one must be the percussion ensemble) and write a critique/analysis of the experience.
