RE:  Changes to the Therapeutic Recreation Track

The course requirements for the Therapeutic Recreation Track are based on standards developed by the National Council for Therapeutic Recreation Certification (NCTRC).  As a result, there is a need to update and review the TR track requirements on a regular basis.  The most recent standards mandate four courses directly related to TR. This is a change from the previous standard of three courses directly related to TR.  Additionally, there are curricular changes as a result of the National Recreation and Park Association (NRPA) accreditation requirements.  These changes include the addition of RECR420, Recreation Resource Management, and RECR430, Assessment, Research, and Evaluation.  
There will not be a need for additional Faculty; however, adjustments will be made to teaching schedules to accommodate the additional courses that are being added to the curriculum.  The TR track courses will be taught on a three semester rotation rather than the current two semester rotation.  As the number of TR students is relatively low, this change in the rotation should help to insure that there are a sufficient number of students to take the course.
