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RE:
Global Diversity Concentration in Sociology
Currently the BA in Sociology offers a concentration in the Administration of Criminal Justice. We would also like to add a Global Diversity concentration to the curriculum. This decision has three major rationale:  1) it organizes courses in a way that benefits students’ learning experience, 2) it aids in the university’s “mission to respond to evolving workforce needs,” and 3) it supports the university’s mission to “enrich students and the community culturally” and “provide for multicultural experiences.”

Rationale for the concentration:

Strode (2006) articulates an increasing trend in sociology programs throughout the United States to devise various curricular offerings and programmatic changes to incorporate global diversity beyond and above the current multicultural emphasis.  Strode argues this trend is a response to prepare sociology graduates personally to adjust to an increasingly globally interdependent world, and to be better prepared professionally to work and participate in multinational organizations such as nonprofits and global businesses.    

No new courses will be added to the existing catalogue. Students will be required to take the following courses to gain a concentration in Global Diversity:
