Changing Prerequisites for SOCI369 Internship
The Sociology program currently has two course prerequisites students must fulfill before they can do an internship for sociology credit.  We would like to remove the following two course prerequisites:
SOCI352 Sociological Theory

SOCI404 Sociological Research.

We have come to the conclusion that by having these two prerequisites in place we are unduly restricting our majors from completing a sociology internship.  For most of our majors having these two prerequisites in place means a student is only able to do an internship their very last semester at LHU when they are still completing graduation requirements and often lack the time in their schedule to also do an internship.  More importantly, these two course prerequisites prevent majors from completing a credit internship experience during the summer between their sophomore and junior semesters or between their junior and senior semesters.

In place of these two course prerequisites, we would like to adopt the general university restrictions on student internships: “60 sh and a minimum 2.5 GPA.” 
In summary, we request the removal of SOCI352 and SOCI404 as prerequisites for SOCI369 Internship and the addition of “60 sh and a minimum 2.5 GPA” as prerequisites.
