Description of the Course  

Catalog description: Explores the development of social welfare systems, policies, and programs in historical, societal and organizational contexts. The role of social policy in helping or deterring individuals in attaining their fullest potentials and the effects on social work practice are examined.  Emphasizes the analysis of political and organizational processes that influence policy; the policy formulation process; and the relationship between policies and social work goals and purposes.

This revision reflects the new accreditation standards and provides a foundation for the competency based assessment now required by CSWE.  In revising this course, the content has been changed to build upon knowledge learned from the Human Behavior, Research, and Practice sequences in the curriculum.  Therefore, it should now be a 400 level course rather than a 200 level course.
