Notice of intent to convert the B.A. in Sociology to a B.S. in Sociology

The B.A. Sociology major has been identified by PASSHE as a “low-enrolled” program.  In our required response to PASSHE, we proposed adding a B.S. in Sociology to the curriculum.  PASHHE replied that we could have one or the other.  Given that we have student feedback indicating that more students would major in Sociology if it was a B.S. degree rather than a B.A. degree, we are announcing our intent to create a new B.S. degree in Sociology that maintains our two existing concentrations in Global Diversity and Delinquent Youth Analysis (with modifications as necessary) to replace the existing B.A. degree in Sociology.
