5. Investigate a variety of standardized assessment tools                           (NAEYC 3).
6. Construct reliable tests (including pre- and post-assessments) that        result  in valid score-based inferences across all levels of the three learning domains using a variety of resources, including technology (NAEYC 4, PDE IIC, INTASC 8B, 8D, 8E, 8J, NETS-T4).
7. Analyze assessment results (including self-assessment) using                         appropriate resources, including technology (NAEYC 4, PDE IIC, INTASC 8G, 8H, 8I, NETS-T 4).
8. Interpret and communicate classroom as well as, standardized test results used for decision-making with the appropriate audience (NAEYC 5, PDE IIID, INTASC 8A, 8G, 8K, NETS-T 4).
9.  Discuss ethics, cultural diversity and English Language Learners as they impact assessment and evaluation (NAEYC 5, PDE IIIB, INTASC 8F).
