Instruction and activities in the seminars will assist student understanding and achievement of the requirements of the Pennsylvania Department of Education (PDE), the National Council for Accreditation of Teacher Education (NCATE), and the Interstate New Teacher Assessment and Support Consortium (INTASC) and individual program specialty professional associations (SPAs) which are not currently addressed in existing courses. Each seminar will address specific topics focusing on the requirements and needs of students at each stage of their course of study.  The seminars will also address topics taught in the generic freshmen seminars.
