II. Description of the Course
  

This course will examine diversity among people. By exploring contributors of diversity such as religion, gender, sexual preferences, socioeconomic class, race, ethnicity, and disabilities, students will gain an understanding of the need for a multicultural approach to education.  Several different multicultural education approaches will be explored with emphasis on implications to special education programs. This course sets the tone of the “people first” philosophy as used in SPEC 105.

2. relate  how social class, gender, race, ethnicity, exceptionality,               culture, values, religious differences, and language difference interact to influence attitudes and behavior

3. examine  the variations in beliefs, traditions, and values across cultures within society and the effect  of  the relationship among  child, family, and schooling  and demonstrate a positive regard  for cultural diversity

4.   explain the  impact of social class, gender, race, ethnicity,  

      exceptionality, culture values, religious differences, and language difference on education

5.   describe  the  similarities and differences among the cognitive, 

physical, cultural, social and emotional need  of individuals with        and without  exceptional learning needs

6. discuss  how  various factors influence educational opportunities  

      by nature of one’s cultural group  such as  overrepresentation of   

      culturally and linguistically diverse individuals in special 

      education classes

7. define problems in educating a diverse group of students

8. identify and discuss current school concerns  such as abuse,  

      neglect and substance abuse, and the impact each has on the 

      pending resolutions

9. examine  the rationale for multicultural education to exist in every

         classroom and every school regardless of community diversity
