Subject: Requests for Classes fulfilling General Education Requirements.
The committee has reviewed all the materials submitted by the Departments of Performing Arts and Sociology, Anthropology, Social Work, Criminal Justice and Geography. 

It is the consensus of this Committee to stand by our previous recommendation that Dance 100, 200, 105, 205 and 210 (Beginning Modern, Intermediate Modern, Basic Ballet and Intermediate Ballet Technique, and Dance Composition I) as fulfilling the Arts and Humanities content criteria of the University's General Education requirements.  We suggest the specific changes in the language of Rationale and Criteria for General Education Courses as originally proposed by this committee and the Department of Performing Arts in the April 22, 2004 Memorandum to the UCC (attached). We again recommend that these courses be retroactive to Fall 2002.
The Committee finds that Geography 260 (World Regional Geography) meets the requirements for Social and Behavioral Sciences content core and fulfills the objectives as outlined under the heading of Sociology or Anthropology.  Minor changes to the text of section II, Social and Behavioral Sciences are needed. The title: Sociology, Anthropology and Geography. And the first sentence: The General Education courses in Sociology, Anthropology and Geography are intended…etc.
