“What Would You Like With That?”





Exploring the Hamburger Model 

Learning Level

Grades 5-8  / Adult Learning Level / ABE Learning Emphasis

Pre-Instruction or Prerequisite Knowledge/Skills


Basic reading skills to fifth grade level


Ability to search Internet for information through “Goggle, Yahoo, etc”

Lesson Duration

One session; 2 hours long

Student will also be responsible for three short essays using the “Hamburger Model” created during independent learning/lab time

Learning Location

Classroom with On-line connectivity

Materials

PC computer hardware

WORD software and internet connectivity

Pad and pen

Learning Objectives

· Student will demonstrate ability to search Internet for information on the “Hamburger Model”.

· Student will be able to define various parts of the “Hamburger Model” as it relates to writing

· Student will be able to utilize the “Hamburger Model” in creative writing. This would include creation of three paragraphs using a proper heading, middle (main text), and closing. 

Procedure

· Student will write a sample paragraph on their favorite color, car, or pet.

· The instructor will then discuss parts of a paragraph.

· Student will then locate the “Hamburger Model” on the Internet and write down the different parts.

· Student will then take original paragraph and rewrite the same paragraph using the model.

· Student will then create a new paragraph utilizing the different parts of model and then report to class.

Evaluation

Student will have 85% mastery in utilizing writing model.  This is confirmed by writing samples in class and reinforced through writing samples done in independent study.
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
