Welcome to French 3

French 3 is designed for those students who have studied French for 3-5 years in secondary school or for 2 semesters in college. The class meets three times per week. As the course progresses, you will build upon that which you have already learned as a student of French and will also acquire new knowledge of the French language and francophone cultures. The aim of this course is to develop your speaking, listening, reading, and writing skills and further your ability to survive in everyday and academic situations in the target language.

You will engage in group and pair work and will be expected to participate actively in class. Moreover, since you already have a basic knowledge of the French language, this course will be conducted in French.

Required texts and materials

Elizabeth Blood & Jasmina Mobarek. Intrigue. Langue, culture et mystère dans le monde francophone. Pearson Prentice Hall, 2004. Textbook, workbook, and complete audio program on CD.

Material covered

In French 3, you will cover chapters 1-5 of Intrigue. For every hour in class, you should plan to devote at least one hour out of class to homework and preparation.

Chapter tests 
All the tests are open book; this means that you can use your textbook and your workbook in order to complete the test in the allotted time (50 minutes). It also means that you must know the material and must have done all the exercises in the workbook in order to use it accurately and efficiently.

The dates of all the tests are noted in the calendar. Please keep in mind that this calendar is subject to change during the semester at my discretion. You are responsible for adhering to any additional policies and changes in the schedule. You must be present for tests as there will be no make-ups. “No faculty member is under any obligation to provide make-up work for a student who has an unexcused absence from any class.” (Academic Policies and Procedures Handbook)

Compositions

You will write outside of class four compositions corresponding to the first four chapters of the textbook (pp. 35, 68, 104, 134). In order to prepare for these writing assignments, you will have two shorter ones as homework for each chapter. Since it is a progressive process, I stress the necessity of completing these various shorter assignments as thoroughly as you can. You will submit corrected final versions of your compositions, which will be worth 20% of the total grade of the compositions. 
Oral presentations
During the semester, students will participate in a short dialogue of approximately 5 minutes, in French, in front of the class. The topics will be linked to the exercises in the textbook. Further details will be provided later. The goal is to communicate in French without reading any text. If time permits, some students will have the opportunity to give a second performance.

Participation and attendance 

Your class participation will be graded throughout the semester based on attendance, effort, preparation for class, willingness to speak French, contribution to a cooperative classroom atmosphere, and the quality and quantity of your participation in class discussions and group activities. Because class participation is crucial to your progress in learning French, attendance is mandatory. An absence may be excused for family emergencies, health-related issues, or religious holidays, if you present an appropriate written excuse immediately following your absence. Any unexcused absence will affect your participation grade. I will ask you to fill out a participation grade sheet twice during the semester. See calendar and copy of the sheet below.
Homework

I will post the homework in the calendar as the class progresses. Keep in mind that even though your homework is not directly graded, it has a direct and huge impact on your class participation and your performance on the tests. You are always welcome to come see me during my office hours (or any other time we previously agreed upon), so that we can go over any material that you want us to review together.
