CREDIT BY EXAMINATION

It is possible to earn credit toward graduation by satisfactory completion of examinations in areas where students have had good preparation.  Students interested in this procedure should discuss their preparation with the department chairperson in who area the expertise is claimed.  If the chairperson thinks that the applicant has adequate preparation, a faculty member will be assigned to administer a comprehensive examination.  If a student completes an examination successfully, the chairperson recommends through his dean to the Registrar’s Office that the specific course in question be entered on the student’s record with credit by examination; letter grades are not awarded in this procedure.  Credit by exam is counted as resident credit for graduation.  A fee is charged for this examination.
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
