Post-Baccalaureate GPA Calculation
SAP Commonality Issue:  SA055

The Universities will “seal” the GPA at the time of baccalaureate graduation, and if a student returns for post-baccalaureate or for second degree work, then a new GPA should be started.
This policy does not extend to completion of AA or AS degree continuing at same institution.

Explanations
Grade Point Average:  As a result of earning a bachelor’s degree and returning for additional coursework, the cumulative grade point average will start at zero at the time of return.  Only courses taken after earning the first bachelor’s degree will be included in the cumulative grade point average on the academic record.  The degree audit, however, will include all courses and grades being used to complete the second degree.  The official cumulative grade point average is the one on the academic record, not the one on the degree audit.
Probation/Suspension:  Students returning to complete additional coursework are held to the criteria of the probation/suspension policy.  The exception is that the hours being reviewed for probation/suspension are only those hours earned after receiving the first bachelor’s degree.  For example, a student graduates with 120.0 sh and returns taking an additional 6.0 sh.   Although the academic record may show 126.0 cumulative semester hours, only 6.0 sh are used to determine whether the students meets the criteria for probation/suspension.

Graduation:  Because the student’s cumulative grade point average is restarted, the cumulative grade point average on the academic record, not on the degree audit, is the grade point average that is reviewed to determine whether the student meets the minimum GPA graduation requirement.  For example, a student graduates with a 2.859, returns to complete 15.0 sh required for the second degree, and earns a 1.465 in those 15.0 sh.   Because the current cumulative GPA on the academic record is 1.465, the student will not be graduated.  A minimum 2.000 is required for graduation (some majors require a higher GPA).
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
