changes. One of the changes will be the assessment of the annual deductible ($50
per member up to a family max of 3) on the dental plan.

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The foreign Language Feature Film

Collection in Stevenson Library

If you are the sort of person who enjoys watching
films from other countries and do not mind (or even en-
joy) the presence of subtitles, Stevenson Library currently
has 735 foreign language feature films in its DVD collec-
tion. As you can see from the chart, these films come
from all over our inhabitable planet, the greatest number
coming from French, Spanish, Japanese, German, Italian,
Russian, and Chinese speaking countries. It is interesting
to note that while the largest number of films are in
French (due to the widely acknowledged prominence of
French cinema), the largest number circulated are in Span-
ish. The circulation counts of these foreign films have
been impressive, with a total circulation of 1,421. And
while their popularity certainly can’t compete with such
Hollywood-type films such as Ironman or Quantum of Sol-
ace, from these circulation counts, it is clear that our stu-
dents are showing real interest in seeing them.

Many of these foreign films find a role in the
courses offered at LHU while many others make connec-
tions with our students directly. Some have been viewed
in weekly meetings of the Italian Club, the French Club,
other student run organizations. A good number of them
have come from recommendations that | have received
from our Russian, Ukrainian, Spanish, German, Chinese,
Japanese, and Latin American exchange students. What
they all have in common is a fantastic way of immersing
yourself into a different culture or way of life without
having to fly or sail there. Of course foreign films are no
substitute for travel, but they do a good job reminding us
that the world is far bigger than this English speaking

fishbowl that we live in.

For those of you who enjoy watching foreign films,
please come over to Stevenson Library and check out a
few of them for a weekend. As with all of our DVDs, they
can be borrowed for three days at a time. And unlike
Netflix or Blockbuster, it is a free service. Please also
consider incorporating these films into your courses
whenever possible. We will be most happy to make sure
they are available when you need them.
