All totaled, there are currently around a half million survey questions included in this database.
can either search by keyword or by topic, of which there are approximately 4,000 topics to choose fro
addition to searching by either of these methods, you can limit your search by date, universe, and sod
universe, it means one of three things: either by country, by state, or by a category called local. So fo
ple, you could look for survey data surveys dealing with capital punishment and limit it to Australia, or
kansas, or even Anchorage. And limiting by source means that you can just view polls dooeeiny

Gallup

What you will retrieve will be the survey question, followed by the results in percentages. With
results will be the Field Date (the date it was done), the Universe (who took part in it), Additional Infor
tion (details about whether it was via phone, or door to door, and the number who took part), and fina
Contact Information in case you want to contact the company who took it. Finally, there are options tt
will graph the data for you, that will allow you to export the data, and that will enable you to see all the

other questions in the survey.
