The 3+2 Physician Assistant students are being excluded from the highest academic honors because of the wording contained in an April 10, 2007 memo to Dr Johnson from the Academic Regulation Committee.  The memo listed the criteria for selection of highest academic awards.  The criterion of concern is:

‘The student must be a full-time student at LHUP for at least seven semesters (minimum of 12 hours per semester)’.
After a brief discussion the committee decided that the criterion should read:
‘The student must be a full-time student at LHUP for at least six semesters (minimum of 12 hours per semester).’
The meeting adjourned about 2:10 p.m. and the next meeting is scheduled for 1:30 p.m. on April 15th, 2011.
