MEETING MINUTES

Present: Paul Ballat, Jacinth Maynard, Richard Mikula, Jill Mitchley, David White, Lou Widmann

Absent: Jim Theeuwes
The meeting convened with the approval of the minutes for October 23rd meeting.

The committee then revisited the Probation/Suspension/Dismissal policy.  Jill informed us that the necessary programming change was discussed with Jerry Eisley and that it will not be a problem.  However, she needed clarification on the following:

1. Probation: If faculty advisors will be responsible for ensuring that students on probation take no more than 16.0 sh the next semester?

2. Suspension: What happens if a student took a pass/fail course during their first semester at LHU?

3. Suspension: Semester hours attempted.

Number 1 was dealt with by changing the wording of the sentence “If a student is placed on probation, s/he will be limited to a maximum of 16.0 sh the next semester of enrollment.”  The new wording is “If a student is placed on probation, it is recommended that the student take no more than 16.0 sh of coursework.”  Students will also be recommended to contact their advisor in their probation letter.

To take care of number 2, matriculated was placed before the word enrollment (see PROBATION II, and SUSPENSION III).  For number 3, ‘withdrawn hours’ was added to the statement “*Attempted hours include accepted transfer hours and repeated hours.”  A minor modification was also made under the heading MISCELLANEOUS.  The phrase “the conclusion of the summer sessions (not after each session)” replaced “the summer sessions”.

Jill agreed to update the Probation/Suspension/Dismissal policy and then distribute it. 
The next item on the agenda, Transfer Credit Policy (which was drafted by Jill) was discussed.  One major concern was credits from non-accredited institutions. The following was recommended as an inclusion:  ‘Credit from non-accredited or foreign institutions will be reviewed for acceptance upon review of course syllabi.   Rich then questioned the inclusion of Advanced Placement (AP) credits.

Jill agreed to update the Transfer Credit Policy and forward it to Jim Meek.

Graduation with Honors was addressed next.  Paul voiced his concern about students who improved their GPA to honors status during their last semester of enrollment at LHU but are not recognize as honors student during the graduation ceremony.  Jill’s’ response was that the cutoff for honors recognition at graduation is the semester before the students graduate.  She also expressed that the students are provided with that information ahead of time.  Jim recommended sending a letter of recognition to the students who fall into that category.  The committee then agreed that Lou take the Graduation with Honors Policy to executive council.

The last item discussed was Number of Hours Required for a Second Degree (SA-056).  Concern was raised about students returning to LHU for a second undergraduate degree.  Jill expressed that if a student graduates from LHU and returns for another undergraduate degree, s/he will need a minimum of 30 credit hours in order to graduate with a second degree.

For New Business, Paul added Projected GPA.  He suggested that a new link should be added to compute GPA if students are repeating a course.  Jill said that as of January if a student repeats a course, their most recent grade will be used to compute their GPA..

The meeting adjourned about 2:05 pm.
