MEETING MINUTES

Present: Jacinth Maynard, Richard Mikula, Jill Mitchley, Jim Theeuwes, Lou Widmann

Guest: Provost Deborah Erickson 
The meeting convened with Lou Widmann welcoming Provost Deborah Erickson to the meeting. Each committee member then briefly introduced himself/herself at the request of the Provost.
The Provost then gave her thoughts on the Probation/Suspension/Dismissal policy.  She expressed that her biggest concern with the policy is that a first semester freshman can be suspended.  She expounded on her concern by stating that the first semester in college is very challenging for some students so she thinks that they should be given a second chance to improve their academic standing in the Spring semester.
Committee members exchanged thoughts on the issue.  Jim distributed a handout with data relating to academic progress issues.  Jim said that his main concern about not suspending at the end of the Fall semester was that students who receive all E’s in the Fall semester will return in the Spring and do not improve their academic standing but accumulate a year’s worth of debt for college education and then get suspended.  Jim then proposed suspension after the Spring semester (during the month of May).  Jill expressed that sometimes students’ eyes are not open until they are suspended.  The discussion concluded with the Provost and the committee members settling on: 

1) Probation after the fall semester for students with GPA below 2.0
2) Probation/suspension after the Spring semester

3) Probation/suspension/dismissal during the summer

4) Older students (in terms of year in college) can be suspended after the Fall semester.

Jill agreed to make the modifications to the Probation/Suspension/Dismissal policy and then distribute it.  She also indicated that she will talk to Jerry Eisley about making the program change to accommodate the adjustment to the policy.
The Provost left and the meeting continued.  Jill recommended that Lou take the Policies in Force (SA-010A, SA-022A, SA-022B, SA-043, SA-047, SA-049, SA-055, SA-056) to APSCUF
The meeting adjourned about 2:05 pm.
