MEETING MINUTES

Present: Paul Ballat, Jacinth Maynard, Richard Mikula, Jill Mitchley, David White, Lou Widmann

Absent: Jim Theeuwes
The meeting convened with the approval of the minutes for October 23rd meeting.

Dr. White was then updated on the following three items which were listed under old business on the agenda:
1. Probation/Suspension/Dismissal Policy
2. Graduation with Honors
3. Number of Hours Required for a Second Degree
The other items under Old Business (Changing Majors, and Changes to Class Lists) were then discussed.  Jill asked the following question in relation to changing majors:
Should there be a policy as to which requirements students should follow if they change their major after one or two years?
Lou said that students should follow the requirements for the major at the time they declare the change in major. Dr. White then inquired if a policy exists.  Jill them informed us that no policy currently exists.  Dr. White then expressed that a policy is needed so Jill agreed to put a policy together. 
Jill then enquired if a policy is needed in relation to making changes to class lists.  Dr White replied “No policy. It is a professional issue.”  Paul then briefly revisited the Projected GPA issue. 
Dr White also revisited the Transfer Policy.  Specifically he wanted to know if a student takes a course at another institution and earns a D grade, can the student repeat the course when they transfer to LHU.  He noted that under PASSHE regulations a D grade can be transferred but under minimum graduation requirements for accreditation, the student may have to retake the course.
Under New Business, Jill distributed the final version of the Graduation Residency Requirements document that was discussed and approved at the October 29-30 CAO meeting.  A brief discussion occurred and then Dr White said that he will run the document by Dr. Erikson.
Rich then enquired about the policies in relation to continuing education.  His concern was that the students were not getting into classes.
The meeting adjourned about 1:50 pm.
