MEETING MINUTES

The meeting convened with the election of a chairperson (Lou Widmann) and a secretary (Jacinth Maynard).

Jill Mitchley then brought the committee up to date as to the current situation with probation/suspension/dismissal at LHU.  That is,

We currently do not suspend after the Fall Term.


There is a carry to the Spring and suspension occurs in August


About 20% of the students with below minimum academic requirements in the Fall, repeat the Spring with all E’s.
A brief discussion occurred and then Jim Theeuwes motioned that the Probation/Suspension/Dismissal Policy be forwarded to APSCUF. The motion was seconded by Richard Mikula.
Academic Amnesty Policy was then discussed.  Jim recommended that students have one shot at amnesty (with a restart button for GPA).  Jim motioned the Academic Amnesty Policy modified and Richard seconded.
David White then indicated that the next agenda item, Withdrawal Policy, does not have to go to APSCUF since this is not a change in policy.

Attendance Policy was the next agenda item.  David recommended: 

1) Using “ The University recommends that faculty … for the following reasons:” instead of “The University Policy is that ….for the following reasons:” in item # 2 under University Approved Guidelines.

2) ‘For example’ be inserted before “A student…” in # 4.
3) Before #2 is included, check to see if there is any PASSHE or university policy that already exists.
