The minutes of the March 25, 2009 meeting were approved.
Bob reported that the April Hemlock had 250 hits and noted that the May issue would feature student writing.  He said that there was no news yet about the Environmental Studies minor.

The committee supported this effort and pledged its support through the Hemlock.
