1. Administrative Items

A. Collaborative Academic Grants

Dan Gales has received the grant description and will forward the RFP for the grant to faculty in the upcoming week. The grant will have the same due dates as the current FPDC grant. Ten grants each at 4000 dollars will be awarded by PASSHE; LHU can submit 2 grants, which will then compete at the state level.  The collaborative academic grant is geared towards projects that deliver content to new student demographic in novel ways. 

B. Grant Writing Workshop

Gales has received between 12-15 queries and responses from faculty regarding the workshop.  Drs. Beth Macmahon, Sharon Stringer and Don Woodhouse have expressed interest in presenting at the workshop.  Gales will present on the rubric used for evaluating FPDC grants. Potential workshop dates discussed by the committee pending schedule flexibility are November 29th or 30th with grant proposals to reach the committee by December 8th. Committee will convene during the finals week to discuss the grants. Gales asked Ormond to verify with the Provost’s office if January 18th is a feasible date for grants to be submitted for Provost’s review.
