FPDC Meeting Minutes

September 21, 2010

1. Administrative Items

A. Election of Officers

1. Tom Ormond moved for Dan Gales to continue as Chair. Sue Boland seconded. Motion passed unanimously.

2. Gayatri Devi moved for Sue Boland to continue as Treasurer. Jeff Walsh seconded. Motion passed unanimously.

3. Gayatri Devi volunteered to be the Secretary for the year. Karen Kline seconded. Motion passed unanimously.

4. Jeff Walsh moved for Curt Dixon to continue as Report Tracker. Dan Gales seconded. Motion passed unanimously.

Karen Kline asked that the Report Tracker send acknowledgement of receipt of reports to those who submit Reports. Dixon and Gales confirmed that such reports are usually sent; Gales promised to ensure the forwarding of all acknowledgement receipts.

B. Funds

1. Gales confirmed that the committee has 40K this year with approximately 100 dollars carried over from the previous year. Sue Boland distributed the Treasurer’s report. The committee currently awards Travel Grants at 24K, Annual Campus Grants at 12K and Small Campus Grants at 4K. Jeff Walsh moved to keep the monies for the current year as is; Dan Gales seconded. Motion passed to keep funds as is. 

2. Committee opted to keep November 5th of the current fiscal year as the due date for Annual Campus Grants. 

3. Gales informed the committee that FPDC is being assessed as to how the committee is using and awarding the allotted funds. Committee needs to define steps to improve the spending of allotted funds. Different ideas suggested include a) convening a Grant-writing workshop, b) study the data from the reports, specifically the Annual Campus Grants and make recommendations, c) study how soon the grant money is allotted per year to determine the correlation between funded and non-funded grants.  Jeff Walsh asked if the committee had an official charge that could be reviewed for assessment purposes; Carina Howell indicated that the APSCUF site might list the charge.

4. Dan Gales is representing LHU at PASSHE meeting in Harrisburg for this year’s allotment of FPDC grant monies.
