A.  Approval of Minutes of September 23, 2009

Motion to approve the minutes.   (B. Harlowe, D. Washington).  Motion passed.

B. Preliminary Business 

The committee agreed that D. Washington will create a distribution list to facilitate the minutes being sent out to all parties who need to receive them.

C. New Business
1.  Discussion of the surveys  to be distributed to the university faculty and staff.  
a.  It was agreed that the questions should be kept to a minimum. 

b. International Survey for Faculty Members.

1.  It was agreed that questions #1, #2, #4, #6, and #12 will be kept as they are.  
2. It was agreed that questions #3 and #11 will be removed. 
3. It was agreed that for question # 5 that there will be a drop-down menu listing all departments.  

4. It was agreed that questions #7 and #8 will be merged.  Respondents will be asked to identify the language of proficiency by filling in a blank, and then there will be a drop-down listing to designate the level of proficiency with tiny descriptions next to the number clarifying the different levels of proficiency.  

5. It was agreed that in question #9 that the phrase “your experience” will be italicized. It was also agreed that the parentheses for 9a. –c. will be removed , and that for 9a. that the option of 0 will be added in place of four or more.   It will be 3 or more rather than 4 or more.  It was also agreed that a option of 0 and an option of 3 or more will be added for 9b. and 9c.  

6. It was agreed that for question #10 a. that it will be written as “non-US content courses.”   There was a good deal of discussion about this question.  J. Creamer offered to work on the wording of this question.    

7. It was agreed that question #14 be modified to include FYE, sabbatical and alternative workload.  
8. It was agreed that for question #13c. that it will be scholars not scholar.  There was additional discussion about #13.  We discussed whether respondents should be asked about the number of international students that they have taught, advised (officially or unofficially), or worked with.  J. Creamer agreed to work on the wording of this question.

9. It was agreed that for question #15 that PASSHE funding will be included and that Department of State will be removed.       
10. The committee discussed the addition of a question about life experience versus professional expertise.  B. Harlowe agreed to work on this question.  

11. There was discussion about adding #5 from the Staff Survey to the faculty survey and discussion about where it should be added.  Consideration was given to adding it to #13.  

12. There was discussion about adding #15 and #17 from the Staff Survey to the Faculty Survey.  

c. International Survey for Staff

1. It was agreed that for question #1 that an apostrophe be added to Registrars.

2. There was a discussion about how to survey teaching versus non-teaching staff.

d. It was agreed that an updated version would be written and sent to committee members and that the committee would continue to work on the surveys over e-mail.  J. Creamer agreed to send the updated versions of the surveys to the committee members.
