In a discussion of how to help faculty to develop better advising/teaching for study abroad.  Several ideas were proposed:

· Approach the TLC director to develop a series of workshops.

· Revive the study abroad presentation developed for University Days to show at other venues.

It was suggested that IIS work with department chairs on the timing of study abroad for students in their respective majors.  Rick Goulet sees this as part of his assigned time work.

A review of partner school courses/curricula could identify particular programs for matches to majors.  Some work was done already on this a few years ago but follow-up needed.

· Faculty suggested a study abroad club.  IIS staff said that several students had completed the paperwork for SCC recognition but had been turned down.  The reason given was that the club would be doing work that should be done by IIS staff.
