II. Old Business

a. GenEd Plan 

i. Assessment Rotations and sampling strategies

J. Lindzey presented the outlines for a plan to reduce overall faculty assessment workload by introducing a system to alternate years and employ random sampling techniques.  Part of workload reduction might be to use Waypoint as a tabulating database and to combine IL, WE, CT as appropriate in the rotation.  Lingering concern: crafting a random selection method to include a sufficient numbers of graduating seniors

b. Mechanisms for Reporting of GenEd assessment in core competencies

i. Inclusion within departmental reports vs separate submission to subcommittees

c. Updates from subcommittees

i. IL 

E. Winch reported that a library colleague/Mid-States assessor reviewed the IL rubric and recommended its use and that we begin gathering data.  Motion passed to adopt the current IL rubric for assessment in the spring (E. Winch moved; J. Meek seconded)

ii. Wellness

J. Lindzey reported in J. Lammel’s absence.  The Wellness subcommittee will meet on Dec. 5 to collate notes, develop commonalities, and create a rubric for Spring.

iii. MC

A. Kerszberg and E. Gruber presented an initial multicultural 

overlay rubric, noting a lack of sufficient prior models.  Discussion yielded the following suggestions:

· Develop uniformity of evaluative terms

· Add level descriptors

· Consider curricular and perceptual variables to 

include what happens to students in addition to what they do

Committee will revise and gather input from departments regarding activities

iv. OC

L. Riede reported struggles with the 5-pt. rubric since most skills are concrete yes/no competency issues. Committee will return to department to get colleagues to vet a checkoff version of the rubric.

v. CT

J. Lindzey reported in D. Shaw’s absence.  Philosophy Department is piloting a rubric to score artifacts. Once data is collected, the subcommittee will adopt a rubric for use.  Discussion raised issues regarding overlaps of CT with content expression measures, customization of rubric to specific course needs, and the possibility of requiring departments to designate CT in their outcomes.  J. Bean offered a proposal to create a student accountability system to be piloted this spring.

J. Meek reported that he and David White are working with M. Grass to develop the arts component of General Education to include elements/types of artistic expression and major figure/movements
