I. Approval of minutes from October 29, 2010. Approved unanimously (R. Heffner, J. Yoho).
II. Old Business

a. Voluntary System of Accountability-J. Lindzey in the absence of J. Meek. We are significantly below our required sample size of 200 at this point; committee recommending asking for an extension from PASSHE. D. White reported that current chancellor not now requiring VSA as strongly as the previous administration. J. Yoho suggested a write-up of some of the problems getting this up and running; J. Lindzey will talk w/Jim.
b. Updates from subcommittees (new committees)

i. Social Science working group- Bruner: no update.
ii. Humanities working group- Heffner: no update.
iii. CT- Shaw

c. EE rubric: Granich. Passed around & summarized feedback received on the rubric. Concerns from piloting faculty re: subjectivity of rubric, possible need for feedback from agency sponsoring external experience. L. Riede said we may need to make clear that gen ed overlays don’t have to come from gen ed courses; EE can occur in upper level courses etc. E. Gruber noted that if you have students who have successfully completed an internship, that’s data – how can we correlate what’s already being assessed with this new rubric? J. Meek reminded committee that this can be tracked in yearly departmental reports on TracDat. S. Granich asked for consensus from the committee that we can use this at the university level: motion was made (R. Van Dyke, M. Jones) and unanimously approved. 
III. New Business
a) OAC website-Lindzey: tabled. 
b. OAC charge-Lindzey: J. Lindzey sees data acquisition, aggregation, utilization (closing the loop), and reporting onto TracDat as residing in departments – need to know who is going to do the area analyses and deal with larger curricular issues. OAC may be responsible for crunching some of the numbers and generating reports: not for making suggestions based on that data. Will be further discussed by Gen Ed Task Force. This would need to be added to OAC charge.

a) Analyses and assessment reports (to assist Middle States report)-Meek/Lindzey: need to make sure that the data that’s being collected gets analyzed & reported in time for upcoming Middle States report. J. Lindzey asked J. Meek how much involvement he’s going to have in crunching these numbers; J. Meek asked that chairs of subcommittees have the initial look at the data. In January subcommittees should give info to the people drafting the Middle States report. J. Lindzey will work with D. White and J. Meek to get collected data to subcommittee chairs.
