Rick Lilla expressed that he convened the first meeting as Doug Wion (Spring chair of the committee) has retired.  He explained that a new chair needed to be identified and asked if anyone was interested.  Susan Birdsey expressed interest.  Paul Altieri made the motion that Susan Birdsey be the Chair.  Motion carried.

Dr. Linda Koch – Campus Updates 
Dr. Koch updated the committee on the following items:

Clearfield Campus made the decision to make 24 spaces next to the building designated as faculty/staff parking only.  She suggested a different approach, but this was what was implemented.

East Campus – 9 spaces have been designated as Faculty only parking along the building.  Dr. Koch explained that she felt this was a temporary situation due to more classes being held at East Campus and the construction that is currently going on.  There was discussion that this lot tends to be empty and questions as to whether this was necessary.  The committee asked Robert Hall to monitor the lot for capacity and we will review it at the first meeting in the Spring.
The Dean’s reserved spots where reinstated by the Provost.

Dr. Koch mentioned that there may be an interest in turning 12 of the visitor parking spots at the Durrwachter Center back in to regular permit parking spots.

The University is in discussion regarding acquiring McGhee Elementary school.  If this occurs, the space would be looked at for parking as the building is in terrible shape.  There was a suggestion of possibly using it for first year freshmen parking.

Update on the new residence halls – A mockup of one of the new suites is in Woolridge.  There will be some parking around the new residence halls as well as handicapped parking.

A new Facilities Master Plan will be worked on next year.  As part of the plan, Campus Village will need to be raised and redone.

Phase 2 will include moving residence halls closer and McEntire Hall’s space will be become parking.

Old Business:

Paul Altieri reported that 70 reserved permits have been issued to students at the cost of $50 for area 16.  17 remaining people are on the waiting list.  Robert Hall will take a look to see if we need to issue more.  This is for a 24 hour reserved spot.  There was a brief discussion on the possibility of raising the price on these reserved permits as the difference for a regular permit and a reserved permit is only $10.  If the committee would like to make a recommendation on changing this fee, it will need to be approved by the Board of Governors via Dr. Koch.
New Business:

Paul Altieri said that his office has looked at metering the 10 minute parking spots as well as extended time metered spots at the Recreation Center for Alumni who use the Recreation Center (they currently have to buy a sticker to be able to park here).  He said that the cost is approximately $500 per meter and that they might suggest 25 cents for 10 minutes.  This will be discussed further.
Loretta Dickson expressed that there was a parking spot behind Smith Hall that was no longer being used for a recycling bin that still has a no parking sign.  She said that this bin has not been there for some time and she would like to see it turned back in to a parking spot.  Paula Moore confirmed that the recycling bin will not be put back in this spot.  Rick Lilla made the motion to remove the no parking sign and turn the parking spot behind Smith Hall that was used for a recycling bin back in to a regular parking spot.  Seconded by Loretta Dickson.  Motion approved unanimously.

Loretta Dickson made the motion to adjourn the meeting.  Seconded by Paul Altieri.  The meeting adjourned at 10 a.m.
