Present:  Doug Wion (Chair), Sherry Herritt, Robert Hall, Loretta Dickson, Paul Altieri, Rick Lilla, Jennifer Smith, Paula Moore, Dr. Linda Koch, and Craig Allen (student rep.).
Craig Allen made a motion to approve the minutes from September 17, 2010.  Seconded by Robert Hall, the motion carried and the minutes were approved.

Old Business:

Discussion on allowing students to register more than one vehicle.  The Committee feels no change should be made to the existing policy of one decal per person (refer to Section 100 of the Lock Haven University Parking Regulations).

Discussion on the Fall 2011 parking fee structure for students, proposed at the meeting of March 5, 2010.  The cost for all students, residents and commuters alike, would be raised to $40.  Dr. Koch will present the changes in parking fees to the Board of Governors for their approval (additional details below).
New Business:

Walt Eisenhower has requested that a special exception be made for the Physician Assistant students living inside the perimeter allowing them to park in the Health Professional Parking Lot.  After deliberation, the Committee recommended that the current policy remain in force, with no exception for this group of students.  Special written requests can be directed to the Public Safety Office for their review.

Discussion on Area 16, which is presently limited to vehicles displaying a gold decal only.  As in several past meetings, the idea of opening up this parking lot to others for better utilization, without jeopardizing faculty/staff use, was explored.  

Rick Lilla moved that a limited number of guaranteed parking permits be sold to students who would be allowed to park exclusively in Area 16.  The cost would be $50.00, and the Public Safety Department will issue special colored decals.  Seconded by Craig Allen.  Motion approved unanimously. 
Summary of changes to fees and fines recommended by the Parking Committee for Fall 2011:
Resident and commuter parking decals increased to $40.00 per year.  
New special parking permit for Area 16 (guaranteed parking space)--$50.00 per year.

New weekly temporary parking permits--$5.00 per week.

Increase current $10.00 parking fines to $15.00 for the following offenses:
