Dr. Linda Koch
Dr. Koch explained the procedure on increasing the fee structure for parking permits.  All parking permit fees (fines are questionable) must be approved by the Board of Governors and Collective Bargaining Units throughout campus.  
Dr. Koch and City Council will be meeting to discuss parking by students throughout the City.  City Council believes students living on campus and students living inside the perimeter are utilizing on-street parking.
There is a possibility of purchasing the Perry and Kleckner properties on Fairview Street next to the new housing unit that will be built between the Health Professional building and the Silk Mill parking lot.  The new dormitory will be required to provide one parking space for every two beds.  
Chair’s Report
Three ten-minute parking spaces were placed in Area 16 (the parking lot behind Zimmerli gym), as approved at the April 28, 2010 meeting.  

Old Business:

At the April 28 meeting, the Committee had voted to charge $5.00 for a weekly temporary parking pass.  We have been informed that this policy must be approved by the Board of Governors before it can be implemented.  Dr. Koch will present our proposal to the Board of Governors at the spring 2011 meeting.  A suggestion was made to allow students to register at least two vehicles starting in Fall 2011.
