i. Synergy with other committees – One goal for the PCSW is to increase communication and collaboration with other groups on campus dedicated to gender issues

ii. Safety – The PCSW should work to increase knowledge of safety options on campus. Suggestions were made to increase awareness of the yellow phones (directly connected to Law Enforcement) placed around campus, as well as increase awareness of resources for incoming freshmen and commuter students.

iii. Status of Women – The PCSW should lead an inquiry into the status of women on campus. Areas of inquiry may include number of women, number of people of color, salary, step/level, and number of leave days taken. Roger has suggested generating a report of these numbers from the SAP system. This report can help us develop a survey of the faculty, staff, and/or students regarding experiences on campus.
