                               within the next week.
                         ii.   Some concern was expressed about getting the proper permission to 

                               take photographs of children on Take Your Sons and Daughters to 
                               Work Day.  
                  c.    Celebrating LHUP Women (S. Schatz, E. Gruber, L. Schillig)

                         i.    There was some discussion about this year’s decision to combine the

                               Celebrating LHUP Women Event with the Women of Distinction
                               Award Announcements and Let Her Voice Be Heard.  It was      

                               suggested that the official announcements and presentation occur at
                               the beginning of the event with a reception at the end of the event.

                               There was also a recommendation that members should start thinking
                               about next year’s event now.

                  c.   Status of Women Report  

                         i.    T. Mitchell asked for input regarding the Status of Women Report. 
                               She explained that a good deal of objective data could be acquired by
                               running a fairly basic report given the many fields that were   

                               available.  (See the agenda for the March 17th meeting for a full list of
                               potential search fields).  There was a good deal of discussion about
                               what kind of information would be needed for the report.  In the end
                               it was suggested that reports be run that reported on gender, full or
                               part time status, permanent or temporary status, bargaining unit, full
                               -time equivalence, current hire date, ethnic origin, faculty rank,
                               tenure status, tenure from date, tenure to date, tenure last changed on,
                               job status, position, prior year terminal degree, date of birth, and
                               annual salary.        

d.  Fall 2009

  i.    Meetings.  Possible meeting times for Fall 2009 were discussed.  It
        was agreed that there would be a reception hosted by the PCSW
        during the week of August 24th as part of University Days and the
        New Faculty Orientation.  The best time for the regular monthly
        meetings will be further discussed over e-mail.
  ii.   It was decided that next year’s PCSW budget will be modeled after
        this year’s.  The importance of getting the budget in early was   

        stressed given that the fiscal year begins in July.

                               by Women’s Studies Program.
                         iii.  On March 27th and 28th, the LGBT conference will take place on
                               campus.
                        iv.   P. Davidson announced that a Relationship Panel would be
                               happening at 6 p.m. on March 17th.
  f.   The LHUP PCSW Mission Statement 
        i.    The LHUP PCSW Mission Statement was discussed.  It was
              reaffirmed that the committee needs to develop a mission statement
              that is separate from its charge.  It was agreed by all that this should
              be tabled until the next meeting.  A. Jones stressed that it would
              probably be best to address it at the beginning of the fall semester
              and to dedicate an entire meeting to the discussion of the issue.  T.
              Mitchell suggested that the discussion start over e-mail and promised
              to send out an e-mail to begin the discussion.
