Announcements:

· Tara announced and welcomed the following new members: Jennifer Bodner, Holle Canatella, Cheryl Newburg, Megan Piper, and Lisa Weaver.
1. Approval of September 2, 2010 PCSW Minutes: All approved, with minor corrections. 
2. PCSW Secretaries: Lisette volunteered to take minutes for the current meeting.
3. PCSW Committee Updates

a. Women of Distinction Awards:  Tara indicated that Nicole was the only member to express interest to date in chairing the committee this year.  Tara asked if there were any additional nominations. There were none.  All approved Nicole as the new committee chair. 
b. PCSW website:  Tara said the photos from the Spring 2010 Women’s Voices, Women’s Visions were now posted.
c. Mission Subcommittee:  Nicole indicated that Gayatri Devi sent the subcommittee’s draft of the revised PCSW mission statement to PCSW members. She credited Gayatri for doing the lion’s share of the writing, explained the process and reasoning behind the draft, and requested feedback.  It was decided that members would have until November 4th to comment on the draft, after which the subcommittee will make final revisions that incorporate suggested changes. 
d. Status of Women Report Subcommittee:  Tara indicated that the campus climate survey was submitted to and approved by the IRB, however she is still awaiting feedback from the coaches on questions concerning merit increases and salary negotiations.  Discussion ensued about the optimum time to launch the survey, whether to collaborate with the Gender Issues Committee in conducting the survey, and share results. Tara said she would email Anne Jane Ross, the committee’s chair, to inquire about the committee’s interest. 
4.  New Business

a. Budget:  Tara reported that the PCSW spent $10-15 on the cost of refreshments for the October PA Black Conference on Higher Education.
b. Co-Chair:  Melinda agreed to serve as co-chair of the PCSW.  All approved.  
c. Women of Distinction:  Erin, Lisette, and Lisa volunteered to serve on the committee as faculty judges; Jennifer and Tulare volunteered to serve as staff judges.  Tara asked for recommendations of student judges.  Anyone with a recommendation should have the student contact Nicole.
d. Initiatives

i. Membership:  Per Tara, the Commission is down to three staff members.  Discussion ensued about the difficulties of establishing a meeting time that suits all members’ schedules, and whether more of the commission’s business might be done via email or possibly through our own D2L or wiki space.  Tara will talk to Vicki Paulina about acquiring a D2L site.  Laurie and Elizabeth agreed to work on drafting recommendations for increasing membership.
ii. Day Care:  Tara agreed to invite Betsy Manlove to share her expertise on day care issues at the next PCSW meeting.
e. Speakers
i. Discussion ensued about possible speakers for the spring, including Brooklyn Jones (focuses on issues of domestic violence), and Valente Frazier (Emmy award-winning Hollywood makeup artist).  Laurie said she has spoken with Frazier, and recommended him as someone who would be a good motivational speaker for students on the subject of beauty in America and the marketing of beauty by the industry.  Members discussed the possibility of having F.A.S.S.T., BLGT, PCSW, and the HOPE Center serve as co-sponsors.
ii. Discussion ensued about whether to co-sponsor the appearance in October of authors / sexologists Esther Lastique and Dr. Joni Frater.  Tara said she will contact the organizer, Wendy Walsh, to let her know the PCSW will not be able to co-sponsor as there are other speaking engagements the commission is considering.  
f.  Miscellaneous 

i.  Elizabeth announced the domestic violence training session scheduled for October 27th from 12:30-2:30 at the HOPE Center.  She also announced that the sexual assault support group meets 3-4 p.m. on Tuesdays at the HOPE Center. 

ii. Tara passed around Carroll Rhodes’ (ADAC) thank you note to the PCSW for her Woman of Distinction award last spring. 

iii. Tara inquired about the need to hold PCSW meeting each month. Discussion ensued.  It was agreed that the commission would meet in November, but not in December or January.
