1. Approval of PCSW April Minutes: Approved on a motion by Nicole, seconded by Tulare.  Thanks to Lisette Schillig for taking for taking minutes at March 4, 2010 meeting.  Tara will write minutes for April 1, 2010 (Betty Schantz) meeting.


2. PCSW secretaries: Erin will take minutes for September 2, 2010 meeting. Volunteers will be solicited for future meetings.


3. PCSW Committee Updates:
a. Women of Distinction Award: Erin is ready to pass on the position of Chairperson of this subcommittee.  Nicole is willing to serve as Chairperson but, as she pointed out, there were a small number of people at the meeting. Tara will send out an email to see if additional people are also willing to serve. 
b. PCSW website: Tara discussed the move to OmniUpdate, the university’s new Content Management System (CMS).  As a result of this shift, university websites will be required to be consistent with a set template.  Tara will work on updating the current PCSW website.

c. Mission Subcommittee: The committee will continue to work to edit and update the PCSW mission.

d. Status of Women Report Subcommittee: Because the current version of the campus climate survey is largely inapplicable to coaches (e.g., they have no steps, no rank, and receive merit pay increases), the survey is being edited. Pat Rudy and Kristen Selvage are to provide additional coach-related questions.  The survey will be submitted for IRB approval by September 15 and will be distributed in October.

4. New Business

a. Budget: Our budget for 2010-2011 is $2000, which is $500 less than last year, because we did not spend all our money last year and the development of new President’s commissions requires a reallocation of funds.


b. Initiatives: Discussion centered on working toward better planning and better goals for the commission.  It was suggested that we continue discussion on developing a day care on campus and developing housing options for single parents. There was also a discussion on how to increase PCSW participation, given the fact that, while there are approximately 30 members, fewer than 10 are active members who attend most meetings.  Tara will send an email to the commission to see who would like to remain a member.

c. Fall speaker: The possibility of saving money for a bigger event in the spring was discussed. Additionally, we discussed the possibility of co-sponsoring a spring speaker with other groups.


d. Other:

i. Tara is seeking a co-chair for the PCSW and will send an email soliciting interest.

ii. Rochelle Warner holds a 20-hour graduate assistantship with her time evenly split between the President’s Commissions and the HOPE Center.

iii. There was discussion of whether the Director of Women’s Studies and the Director of the Campus Violence Prevention Program should be automatic members of the PCSW.

iv. Due to a visit from the Chancellor on November 2, 2010, the APSCUF meeting may be moved to Thursday. If so, PCSW may be cancelled.

v. Paulette Davidson (former student PCSW member) wrote to report that she is doing well and has been commissioned as a 2nd Lieutenant in the Army. She is living in College Park, MD and can be contacted via Facebook.

vi. Tara will send an email to PCSW members to solicit nominations/suggestions for a student member.
