D) Evaluation of SOIS software

a. Jerry Eisley report on Jenzabar Course Evaluation Module

This is the survey instrument that can be purchased separately from Jenzabar (CARS).
1. Interfaces directly with the portal.  The optional questions (29 and 30) would not be able to be included with questions 1-28 because they would all be different due to instructor individualities.  These differences would make survey administration very labor intensive.  It was decided that for the pilot, we wouldn’t use the two extra questions.  The pink comment form needs to be separate.

2. Course Evaluation module.  Survey responses on a separate sheet – did not print it.

3. Course Evaluation is an external company that partners with Jenzabar.  J. Eisley will get us together with Jenzabar people on a conference call.  J. Eisley is to send an email to IT people to see that they are doing.

b. Troy Dermota report on a conversation with Online Course Evaluations.com.  T. Dermota called and talked to them with a number of questions.  T. Dermota handed out an attachment.
