1. Approval of October 25, 2010 minutes, with changes:  Michelle moved; Joby seconded.

3. Announcements: 
a. Per Cathi, the first draft of the Middle States monitoring report is done.  The final version will be ready by March 1st in preparation for the March 29th visit.  

b. Julie reported that her ADAC 119 WE course was approved by the UCC.

4. Subcommittee Reports:
a. Brown Bags:  Julie reported that 9 people attended the November 30, 2010 workshop, “Strategies for Enriching Writing in the First Year:  A Workshop for Instructors,” held at the TLC.  The subcommittee will meet this month to discuss a possible spring workshop.  Possible workshops include a discipline-based approach to WE courses, a TracDat “how-to,” WE assessment tools, and insights about writing on campus based on 2008 NSSE and Faculty SSE results.
b. Assessment: 
i. Rick reported on suggested changes to the Writing Emphasis Assessment Report that will go to Jim Meeks.  Per Rick, the numbers will remain the same, but recommended changes to the wording in the “Overview” section to make it more in line with what the UCC has approved.  Steve also recommended minor changes in the “Program Observations” and “Observations on Methods” sections.  Steve motioned to accept the proposed changes to the report; Jackie seconded. All approved.  Rick will send the revised report to Jim.  Julie thanked Rick for his hard work.  
ii. Rick reported that WE assessment will be conducted this semester.  He will send an email to all current WE instructors.  Rick recommended we continue tracking performance based on academic standing, but discontinue tracking based on WE courses taken.  All approved the change.
