C. Brainstorm of Issues for Next Year’s Committee
1.  Future of WE.  
We should look into alternative course structures for WE delivery given the difficulty of majors to meet the enrollment requirement.  G. Devi mentioned that many English course, such as her Grammars course, should be WE in terms of delivery but have enrollments well over the WE caps.  One early suggestion was to look into FYE possibilities such as the 119 orientation classes.
2. WE Assessment.  

The current assessment cycle has us gathering data for the Spring 2011 semester.  We will need to collate and report on data from Fall 2009.
3. Redefinition of Writing.  

We should think about how writing instruction can be delivered and in what forms.  WE can be satisfied through poster constructions as easily as formal academic papers.

Given recent attendance numbers, we may want to reenvision the brown bags as selective, discipline specific outreach opportunities.

5. Guidebook Development.

We should continue to develop the WE Guidebook to maximize its utility with faculty members looking to develop their WE repertoire.
