b. The committee will continue to gather and evaluate the data from WE courses. There was mention again about the OAC possibly using a portal for reporting on overlays. (Jackie, Rick, Lisette)

c. The committee will continue to refine the guidebook to include discipline specific information and our findings generated from the brown bag on the 119 courses. A subcomponent will focus on making sure the library’s citation links are correct. (Gayatri, Joby, Steve, Rick)

5. Rick informed us the Writing and University Tutoring Centers are scheduled to move to the 2nd floor of Stevenson Library next fall.

6. Future meeting dates were discussed. For this semester, they will be Monday, October 25th, at 10 am and Monday, November 22nd at 10 am.
